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TWINBROOK SECTOR PLAN MEETING SET FOR NOVEMBER 20

SILVER SPRING, MD - The Montgomery County Planning Department invites the public to review the staff draft of the Twinbrook Sector Plan at a public meeting on Monday, November 20, 2006, from 7:30 p.m. to 9 p.m. at the Twinbrook Recreation Center located at 12920 Twinbrook Parkway in Rockville.

Recommendations included in the staff draft are:


Create a mixed-use community with access to Metro in a pedestrian-friendly and walkable neighborhood


Continue the area’s development as an advanced technology and biotechnology employment center


Maintain the area’s light industrial and service uses


Create opportunities for residential development


Encourage public improvements that integrate land use, urban design, and the natural environment.

In early January 2007, planning staff will present the Staff Draft Plan to the Montgomery County Planning Board for review before scheduling a public hearing on the draft to gather comments from the community.  

After the hearing, the Board will begin its worksessions to refine the plan.  After the worksessions and the Board’s refinements are incorporated into the document, the Planning Board will transmit its Planning Board Draft of the Twinbrook Sector Plan to the County Council for its public hearing, worksessions and approval.  Planning staff expects the final approved and adopted Twinbrook Sector Plan will be completed by June 2008.
