Single-Family Detached Houses Single-Family Attached – Townhomes, Duplexes, Triplexes, etc. 40′ or less (townhomes/single family houses) FH is already dense and does not have the land for significant housing.  Any housing should be low to keep the sky open for all residents.  The residential neighborhoods are very popular for all residents. There should be a plaque regarding the history of The Belmont Syndicate on The Chevy Chase land.  Green space should be expanded on Chevy Chase Land and abut the entire eastern boundary as a sorely lacking asset in FH as documented for decades in the county.  The current buffer should only be pedestrian and any new biking can not use existing pedestrian ways.  Green space will be a perfect amenity for the community to enjoy.  No one wants Bethesda and the Planning Board consistently ignores residents -FH Village recently did not support the 18 story building on the Brooks Brother property.

Single-Family Detached Houses 40′ or less (townhomes/single family houses) infrastructure has to handle this development. Make it so these new developments will not be car dependent. Add walking paths, public transportation, greenery, parks

High-Rise Multifamily 60′–100′ (mid-rise: 4 – 10 stories) 100′–200′ (existing high-rise range in Friendship Heights) Taller than 200′ I support tall buildings and housing density--the concentration of residents will help businesses thrive and help people see this neighborhood as a place to do things other than go to a medical appointment. The taller the better, as far as I'm concerned.Way less parking, please! Especially less surface parking! This area is very transit-accessible.

Single-Family Attached – Townhomes, Duplexes, Triplexes, etc. Mid-Rise Multifamily 40′ or less (townhomes/single family houses) 60′–100′ (mid-rise: 4 – 10 stories) There need to be more robust public transit options.  Metro's hub and spoke model worked once upon a time, but today an increasing number of trips are taken between activity centers rather than predominantly from the suburbs to downtown.  It currently is not realistic to live in Friendship Heights without a car.  If housing density increases, we need a much more ambitious public transit system; otherwise, we'll have gridlock.  Also, parking spaces should be required when new units are built.  Again, it is not realistic to think that most residents will live without cars.  Decisions like that taken to restrict the size of Little Falls Parkway present substantial hurdles to growth in Friendship Heights and surrounding areas.  Policymakers need to be aware of the impact of such decisions: traffic is already getting worse and promises to continue to do so with developments such as Westbard, Geico, and the many other sites planned in this immediate area.  We need to preserve existing thoroughfares, not reduce them

There can be pedestrian or bike access to these sites, but no through traffic to avoid the constant issue of cars circumventing intersections by cutting through neighborhoods. If development is more than townhomes, there should be no road connections to neighborhoods.

No part of your plan so far has indicated you will spend county dollars on upgrading infrastructure in Brookdale to accommodate your massive increase in planned housing between the River Road transitway as well as this sector plan--developed in the 1930s and 1950s-60s, it can not handle increased traffic on too narrow roads, with no curbs/gutters/sidewalks to avoid pedestrian accidents and not requiring off-street parking requirements for all residential development. No single-family homes should be located on the site.The developer should pay for the bikeway and path included in the Bicycle Master Plan.
